The Envelopes

“I am prepared for anything you need to do. I’m just tired of worrying about this all the time.”

That was the gist of the first financial amend | made as a relatively newly sober person. It wasn’t
graceful or eloquent. In fact, | really hadn’t planned to do it that day. To this day, I’ll never know
what made me walk across the street to the State Tax office after my Friday 1pm meeting at St.
Bernard’s in Akron because | had planned it differently.

When | made my 8" step list, there were many amends to make, especially financial. The State Tax
issue was especially heavy because every time | came home, | would see a shoe box filled with
unopened envelopes that had been coming for about two years. My sponsor had suggested that |
start by opening the envelopes and that was the plan. So why was | sitting in the tax office? | hadn’t
even opened a single envelope! How strange that | didn’t have the guts to open a pile of envelopes,
but something in me was willing to throw myself at the mercy of the tax people.

The agent exclaimed, “Well, Mrs. L, you don’t owe any money at all! In fact, we have been trying to
notify you to stop sending in tax payments. Those types of services are no longer subject to state
tax. Let me update your address so we can mail you the refund.” Huh????

My sponsor always stressed that the most important thing was willingness, but | secretly worried
about outcomes. This “state tax” experience provided the fuel | needed to tackle other tough
amends. | learned that in money matters, | need faith in God. With amends, | need willingness. My
Higher Power takes care of the rest. anon
