From The Archives 
 
Recently when sorting through files so I could list the contents, I ran across a copy of the obituary of 
Sister Ignatia.  She died on April 1, 1966 and was known as The Drunkõs òAngel of Hope.ó 
This is not the actual obituary but information which I found about Sr. Ignatia on the internet.  
                 

Sister Ignatia was born Mary Ignatia Gavin, January 2, 1889 in County Mayo, Ireland.  Her parents 
immigrated to Cleveland when she was 6 and she joined the convent when she was 14.  Being a 
talented musician, she taught voice and piano for 10 years.  The stress of teaching caused her to have 
a very serious physical breakdown and once recovered she turned to nursing. 
 
When Dr. Bob was looking for a place to take a very sick alcoholic, he went to the admissions office at 
St. Thomas Hospital and told his story to Sr. Ignatia who was the registrar at that time. They were 
able to put a bed in the flower room so the patient with the òterrible indigestionó would not disturb 
the other patients in a ward.  This was the beginning.  Soon, a ward for alcoholics was established at 
St. Thomas Hospital and Sr. Ignatia was put in charge.  
 
Sister Igatia was known for giving a Sacred Heart Medallion to an alcoholic patient who was leaving 
the hospital.  She would ask them to accept the medallion as a commitment to God, AA and recovery.  
Then she told them if they were going to drink, they should return the medallion first. 
 
òThe alcoholic is deserving of sympathy, Christ-like charity and intelligent care are needed so that 
with Godõs grace he or she may be given the opportunity to accept a new philosophy of life.ó

I become flexible and willing to maintain 
unity. This allows each one of us to be equal and 
to take care of our own needs and feelings, 
which creates a healthy environment to grow in. 
  
In understanding unity I believe that ôtwo is 
better than oneõ - I am no longer alone.  I don't 
lose my individuality; I gain by becoming a part 
of a healthy connection. I no longer have an 
agenda, òmeó becomes òweó and I am set free 
to do the right thing. Life becomes òusó not 
òmeó and unity is created.
