BACKPACKIN’ 

Ask any five-year old what they want to be when they grow up and 
they say “President!”, “Astronaut!”, “Policeman!”  They don’t say,  
“I want to be an alcoholic when I grow up.”  So it is with many of us. 
When I was little, I thought I could conquer the world.  But by the time I came to AA, I had given up on 
the journey - alcoholism had taken over any dreams I had ever had. 
 
It wasn’t until I started working on the steps that I really felt the weight of a lifetime of drinking.   My 
backpack was heavy with remorse, anger, depression, cynicism, fear, unpaid bills, broken promises, 
loneliness…….okay, I think you get the picture.  I noticed many AA’s, sober longer than me, seemed to 
carry much lighter backpacks - I wanted what they had. 
 
As I continued to work my steps, I often wanted to throw the whole backpack away, but my sponsor 
made me sit down and sort through the stuff.  It was my sponsor who helped me put the good stuff back 
into the backpack. “You’re gonna need this for our journey.”  “But my stubbornness has got me into a 
lot of trouble!  Let’s throw it away!”  “No, you’re gonna need it for the journey.”  In that manner, over 
a long period of time, my backpack became lighter.  Since then, there have been periods when I started 
stockpiling again, but the Steps help me travel light.  Having a lighter backpack has had many benefits. 
The journey is much easier.  I started to dream again and believe that anything is possible. It’s true, the 
Road of Happy Destiny will take us anywhere we want to go – AA makes sure that we’re traveling light 
and going in the right direction.  Anon

Spiritual Milestones in Alcoholic Anonymous published in Akron, Ohio 
 
The pamphlet begins “Few, if any, men or women have completely fulfilled the aims of Alcoholic 
Anonymous without at least some grasp of the spiritual”…part of the program.   
 
This is the set of suggestions which are given to use as a spiritual guide. 
 

1. Eliminate sin from our lives. 
2. Develop humility. 
3. Constantly pray to God for guidance.  
4. Practice charity. 
5. Meditate frequently on our newly found blessings, giving honest thanks for them. 
6. Take God into our confidence in all our acts. 
7. Seek the companionship of others who are seeking a spiritual life. 
 

Each point is explained in detail.   The stories of 3 AA’s who experienced the spiritual change 
enabling them to stay sober are also included. 
 

I especially like the final message.  “The Twelve steps are a steep hard climb made easier by 
remembering to use the hand rails---God and the fellowship.”
