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“I am responsible.  When anyone, anywhere, reaches out for help, 

I want the hand of A.A. always to be there. And for that:  I am responsible.” 

 

 

  

  
 

Freedom in Unlikely Places 
 
I saw a great movie about a man in prison because he killed his brother in a drunken stupor. After 
15 years in prison, he is put in charge of the gardens.  This turned into a story about 
transformation.  When the parole board asked him why he deserved to be free, he said: 
 

“I would imagine that I’m the only one here who knows what it means to have taken a life. You 
think about it everyday and you wish that someone would just come and take yours and get it 
over with. But then one day you discover that you can give life, create life, grow something that 
needs caring, feeding….Most of my life I’ve spent in a banged up jail and a prisoner is all I 
thought I’d ever be. But today, whether you parole me or not, I no longer think of myself that 
way. I’m a gardener. I’m a gardener! Bloody good one as well! And for any of you wrestling with 
your own unresolved issues…..I recommend it highly!” 
 
When I first came into AA, I had lost my freedom – two stints in lock up, license suspension, 
random weekly drug & alcohol testing, and court-ordered to get a paper signed at meetings.  I 
was also shackled to alcoholism, but that felt “normal” since I had been drinking since childhood.  
Before AA, I thought I was free because drinking gave me liquid courage, made me not care about 
people, and made it possible for me to escape reality and do wild, crazy things.  Being 
“sentenced” to AA felt like a loss of freedom. 
 
In AA, days turned to weeks, weeks to months, and months to years.  All along, a most attractive 
thing was the freedom that comes with sobriety and a spiritual awakening.  First I noticed it in 
other AA’s who were happy with the AA way of life, comfortable with themselves, at peace with 
their histories, and committed to their sobriety.  Pretty soon, I noticed it in myself as well.  I 
have found freedom in the most unlikely of place – Alcoholics Anonymous. Today I know that if I 
were told that it was time to be free of AA, I would answer just like that gardener. I do not think 
of myself as a prisoner because I am alcoholic. I am alcoholic and because of AA, I am free!  So, 
for any of you wrestling with this disease, you are free to choose this way of life.  I recommend it 
highly!

From The Archives 
 

Dr. Bob's Farewell Talk 
July 30, 1950 

 
      My good friends in AA and of AA, I feel I would be very remiss if I didn't take this opportunity to 
welcome you here to Cleveland not only to this meeting but those that have already transpired. I 
hope very much that the presence of so many people and the words that you have heard will prove an 
inspiration to you - not only to you, but may you be able to impart that inspiration to the boys and 
girls back home who were not fortunate enough to be able to come. In other words, we hope that 
your visit here has been both enjoyable and profitable. 
      I get a big thrill out of looking over a vast sea of faces like this with a feeling that possibly some 
small thing that I did a number of years ago, played an infinitely small part in making this meeting 
possible. I also get quite a thrill when I think that we all had the same problem. We all did the same 
things. We all get the same results in proportion to our zeal and enthusiasm and stick-to-itiveness. If 
you will pardon the injection of a personal note at this time, let me say that I have been in bed five 
of the last seven months and my strength hasn't returned as I would like, so my remarks of necessity 
will be very brief. 
      But there are two or three things that flashed into my mind on which it would be fitting to lay a 
little emphasis; one is the simplicity of our Program. Let's not louse it all up with Freudian complexes 
and things that are interesting to the scientific mind, but have very little to do with our actual AA 
work. Our 12 Steps, when simmered down to the last, resolve themselves into the words love and 
service. We understand what love is and we understand what service is. So let's bear those two things 
in mind. 
      Let us also remember to guard that erring member - the tongue, and if we must use it, let's use it 
with kindness and consideration and tolerance.  
      And one more thing; none of us would be here today if somebody hadn't taken time to explain 
things to us, to give us a little pat on the back, to take us to a meeting or two, to have done 
numerous little kind and thoughtful acts in our behalf. So let us never get the degree of smug 
complacency so that we're not willing to extend or attempt to, that help which has been so beneficial 
to us, to our less fortunate brothers.
